High Resolution Coverage Maps
Site Name: This is the name of the site that may contain one or more APs.
AP Name: This is the name of the AP.
AP Latitude: This is the latitude of the AP.
AP Longitude: This is the longitude of the AP.
AP Azimuth: This is the azimuth direction to which the AP is pointed.
AP Tilt (Down is "-", Up is "+"): This is the physical tilt of the AP’s antenna. A negative number indicates the degrees of tilt in the downward direction and a positive number indicates the degrees of tilt in the upward direction.
AP Type: This is the AP to be used (e.g. 450m, 450i, ePMP 3000, ePMP 2000).
AP EIRP (dBm): This can either be “Max” to reflect the maximum EIRP allowed for the country and band or a specific value less than “Max” can be entered (e.g. “36”).
AP Height: This is the height of the AP above the ground.
AP Antenna Model: This is the antenna used with the AP.
Frequency: This is the center frequency of the channel to be used for the AP.
SM Type: This is the type of SM to be used (e.g. PMP 450b, Force 300-25).  If multiple SMs are to be used at a site, please select the SM with the best overall EIRP or antenna gain.
SM Height 1 (ft) (above building):  See picture and description below.
SM Height 2 (ft) (above building): See picture and description below.
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SM height refers to the actual height at which the SM is mounted on a bracket or mast above the tallest terrain feature.  In the image, see that regardless of placement (in the yard, in a tree, or on top of the home) the SM heights are the same.

[bookmark: _GoBack]RSSI Level 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6 (dBm): Customers can specify up to six RSSI levels to track with different heat map colors. This allows the customer to understand the signal level being received at all locations.  RSSI Level 1 is the maximum level and RSSI Level 6 is the minimum level.  If less than six RSSI levels are required, then place “NA” in the levels not desired.  For example, if a customer wants -60, -66, and -72, the RSSI Level 1 is -60, RSSI Level 2 is -66, and RSSI Level 3 is -72 and RSSI Levels 4-6 would be “NA”.
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
